The Manitoba Institute for Patient Safety today announced that it is registered as a partner in Safer Healthcare Now! and will be promoting participation in the campaign as a means of improving patient safety in Manitoba. 

More than 80 healthcare organizations across Canada have already enrolled in Safer Healthcare Now! a campaign officially launched across Canada today to implement one or more of six, targeted strategies to improve patient safety. 

Ms Laurie Thompson, the Manitoba Institute for Patient Safety’s Executive Director, is the Chair of the Manitoba Steering Committee for Safer Healthcare Now! Representatives from the Manitoba Institute for Patient Safety and Manitoba Health form the Steering Committee. 

“While exciting work is being done in Manitoba and across Canada on a wide array of patient safety initiatives, the work being conducted often happens in isolation, without full opportunity for information and best practices to be shared,” said Thompson.  “Focusing on six strategies that have been shown to improve patient safety and save lives is very exciting. It will help to improve best practices in communities across Canada who are implementing any of the six interventions. There will be opportunity to collect and share information on best practices locally, provincially and nationally in the six intervention areas”
Manitoba healthcare organizations such as hospitals and health regions have already begun to voluntarily register and those registered will implement one or more of the six strategies defined by Safer Healthcare Now!
